4.0 DEFINITIONS 
 
A. Competency – The mechanism by which student learning is assessed.  A competency is a 

specific, measurable statement of what a student knows or is able to do upon completion of a 
course or program of study. 
 

B. Institutional Competencies – The overarching abilities that students develop throughout their 
educational experience at LCCC and are able to demonstrate as graduates.  
 

C. General Education – A purposeful program of students’ educational activities that builds a 
mature understanding and appreciation of diverse cultures and the human condition, mastering 
of multiple modes of inquiry, ability to effectively analyze and communicate information, and 
recognition of the importance of creativity fundamental to lifelong intellectual growth.
