5.0 PROCEDURES  
 
A. Development of Credit-Bearing Programs 

 
The following process defines the steps necessary for completing a new program proposal.    
 
1) Stage One: Identifying the Need, Program Rationale, Goals, and Competencies 

 
To propose a new program, the originator must demonstrate a need for the new program. 
This is done through research, collection of feedback from internal and external 
stakeholders, and quality control by the PNOI committee prior to curriculum approval from 
ASC. The following steps are required: 

 
a. Originator(s) will first seek approval of the program’s concept from the  Dean and the 

Vice President of Academic Affairs (VPAA).  
b. After approval of the concept from the 
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a. The originator drafts and submits the curriculum structure and sequence for the 
proposed program to ASC.
