1300.11through1300.15;0r Wyo. Stat.Ann.883517 10144.022(2009);and all other applicable
federal,state, or locallaw.

5.0 PROCEDURES

A. ControlledSubstanceandalcoholicbeveragesre not allowedon campusor at colleger
sponsoredactivities. Alcoholmay be usedfor instructional(non consumption)purposeswith
the approvalof the instructorandthe appropriatedivisiondean.

B. Thecollegewill take disciplinaryactionfor the following controlled substanceandalcoholpolicy
violationswhichoccuron campusor off campusat collegesponsoredactivities.
(SeeProcedure3.17PStudentCodeof Conduct.)

1) Themanufacture possessionyse,sale,or distribution of narcotics,llegaldrugs,drug
paraphernalieor prescriptiondrugsfor whichthe persondoesnot havea prescription,
includingbeingunderthe influence.

2) Themanufacture possessiongonsumptionsale,or distribution of alcoholicheverages
includingpublicintoxication.

C. TheDrugFreeSchooland CommunitiesAct Amendmentsof 1989(PublicLaw101226)requires
that LaramieCountyCommunityCollegeinform studentsand employeesof the legalsanctions
of illicit drugsandalcohol. Thisinformationis madeavailableto all campuscommunity
memberson the LCC@ampud.ivingand Learningwebsite.
